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Martin Luther King Jr. by Carissa Falanga 6th grade

Martin Luther King Jr. was born in the year 1929 and played a big part in the civil rights move-
ments. He died in 1968, but he still inspires many today.

Martin Luther King Jr. was born in Atlanta, Georgia on January 15, 1929. His mother was Al-
berta King, he had two other siblings. There they grew up, their mother shielding them from all
the terrible things happening outside, but she couldn’t hide them long.

As he got older and applied to schools, things changed around him, and he knew something was
very wrong with this picture and he wanted to change it.

Like his father, Martin Luther King Sr, MLK preached in church as a minister, and found that he
was a very moving speaker. He was also very intelligent, attending Crozer Theological Semi-
nary in Chester and earning his Doctor of Philosophy degree at Boston University. With this, he
decided to make the world around him a different, but much better place.

He met a woman named Coretta Scott. On June 18,1953 they were married on her mother’s
front lawn in Marion, Alabama. They then had four children. But that didn’t stop him.

He fought with others for civil rights to make all men equal, but encouraged “peaceful protests”.
He led all sorts of things like marches, boycotts, and sit ins. But most will agree that his most
powerful weapons were his speeches. By 1:00 PM, about 200,000 people (a third of the white)
gathered at the Lincoln Memorial in Washington, D.C. where MLK gave his most famous speech
of all named, “I Have a Dream” leaving is audience in tears.

For some time, it wasn’t enough. Leaning off the balcony of his hotel in Memphis, on April 4,
1968, MLK was shot and killed, destroying the hope in thousands.

The reaction by the people was very violent and they mobbed towns, burning buildings and
shooting people. But finally, things calmed down. MLK’s much-awaited de-segregation was put
into place.

Though he is gone, many signs of his work still show today. Martin Luther King Jr. was the in-
spiration of many buildings, monuments, biographies, and one of the best examples of all: we
get off school for “Martin Luther King Day. “ People are still aware of all the ways that he really
has made this world a better place.
